On the 5 August 2009 the Justice Secretary wrote to the Association of Chief Officers (ACPOS), Confederation of Scottish Local Authorities (COSLA) and Community Justice Authorities (CJAs) enclosing a “leaflet” containing information about:
· Managing risk and the Multi-Agency Public Protection Arrangements (MAPPA)

· Housing of sex offenders in Scotland

3.2. The leaflet describes the arrangements that have been put in place through MAPPA for the “Responsible Authorities” (Local Authority, Scottish Prison Service, Police and the Health Service) to assess and manage the public risk posed by sex offenders in Scotland.
3.3.
The leaflet describes in detail the role of housing providers and the “Responsible Authorities” in relation to the accommodation of sex offenders.  The key guidance for all agencies is the National Accommodation Strategy for Sex Offenders (NASSO) which is a clear national framework for housing sex offenders in the community.
