Home Detention Curfews

Following an exercise by the Government to establish the actual number of Home Detention Curfew Community Assessment Reports provided by each CJA it was ascertained that Lanarkshire carry out more than had previously been assumed.  This has resulted in the level of grant for this service being increased from £35k to £41k.
