Background

At the last Board meeting of 4 December 2009 the Board decided that every effort be made to maintain pressure on the Scottish Government to conclude the review as soon as possible.
3.2.
The Government confirmed on the 14 December 2009 that there would be a three month extension of funding until the 30 June 2010.  This was set out formally in Lanarkshire CJA’s allocation letter.

3.3. Following correspondence the Cabinet Secretary for Justice agreed to meet personally with the Convenor.  This meeting took place on 10 February 2010 and the briefing which was prepared is attached for information.

3.4.
At the meeting of 10 February 2010 The Cabinet Secretary for Justice informed the Convener that funding would be continued to 2012.  This was confirmed in writing in the attached letter dated 18 February 2010.
