The work of the Authority and our partners does not take place in isolation.  It is imperative that actions to reduce re-offending are part of the wider efforts to improve the quality of people’s lives.  In this context the National Concordat, Community Planning Partnership and Single Outcome Agreements provide the vehicle through which we work.
3.2. Assurance can be given that the work of the Authority and our partners has been reflected in the Agreements supplied to Government by the constituent Local Authorities.  For example the following is stated in both:
· “Reducing re-offending is a key element in contributing to safer communities.  Challenging offenders about their criminal activity by assessment, monitoring and supervision leads to rehabilitation and is the key objective of our partners, operating through the Lanarkshire Community Justice Authority (LCJA).  Together with a wide range of Community Planning Partners we will work to ensure that our citizens, particularly those who are most vulnerable, are protected from sex and violent offenders, that the Courts and Parole Board are supplied with quality assessments about the dangers individuals pose and that community sentences offer the full range of services required to stop offenders re-offending”.

The main communication conduit for the Authority in terms of the Single Outcome Agreements is through the planning partnerships.  It is anticipated that further reports will be supplied to future meetings of the Authority regarding Single Outcome Agreements.
