
LANARKSHIRE COMMUNITY JUSTICE AUTHORITY

ACTION PLAN 2009-10
This action plan builds on the actions laid out in the Lanarkshire Community Justice Authority Area Plan 2008-11 and has been developed in consultation, recognising good practice by all our partner agencies.  Monitoring of progress will be ongoing, both through quarterly meetings of the implementation planning group and also through update reports to the Lanarkshire Community Justice Authority board.

This action plan is a working document, reactive to local and national changes in context, and builds on those actions developed and completed throughout 2008-09.  A number of the actions contained within this plan are dependent on realigned resources for progression, therefore timescales, targets and resources, all co-dependent elements of the plan, will be kept under review.
The layout of the action plan 2009-10 takes account of the changes in national performance reporting – namely the 15 national outcomes of the Scottish Government.  The two outcomes which relates most closely to the work of the CJA are outcomes 9 – we live our lives safe from crime, disorder and danger and 11 - we have strong, resilient and supportive communities where people take responsibility for their own actions and how they affect others.  The actions of the CJA have been grouped under these two outcomes while also being linked back to the 23 outcomes of the national strategy for the management of offenders.

S4 - A range of high quality, evidence-based interventions based on the principles of effective practice, matched to the level of assessed risk and need, supported by better tracking of the impact of interventions on individuals, from which we build up a clearer understanding of what works

S5 - A workforce with the appropriate skills mix, targeted appropriately

S6 - Processes and systems which facilitate the sharing of information

S7 - A robust framework for quality assurance, performance management and outcome measures for area plans
