HMP Addiewell

The new Lanarkshire community facing prison remains on schedule to open on the 12 December 2008.  It is estimated that the prison will be operating at full capacity by early 2009.

Managers of Addiewell have been pro active in making contact with a range of partners from a wide variety of agencies in Lanarkshire who can contributed to the successful resettlement of prisoners into the community.

Routes out of Prison (RooP)
5.1.
At The previous CJA meeting of 7 March the Authority noted the bid for an additional £190k to expand the RooP project.  Progress since then includes the following milestones:

· 8 April -  the Government wrote to the CJA to inform us that the bid was approved
· 7 May – North Lanarkshire Council Housing and Social Work Services Committee approved Social Work Justice Services to act as agents on behalf of the CJA in respect of the services to be provided by RooP.
· 19 May – a joint meeting involving CJA, NLC and the Wise Group took place to plan how to take forward the initiative and including governance issues.
6.
Literacy, Employability, Accommodation & Finance Outcomes Group (LEAF)

6.1.
Following significant developments such as Addiewell Prison and ROOP, and enquiries from partners including Job Centre Plus, Routes into Employment and Voluntary Sector organisations it has become clear that there would be value in providing an opportunity for organisations to come together.  This would allow these organisations to communicate with each other about how best they can contribute together to taking forward a fast moving and wide ranging agenda.

6.2. A meeting was therefore facilitated on 16 May by the CJA, bringing together delegates representing the following agencies:
· Motherwell College

· Wise Group

· Addiewell Prison

· Learning Connections

· North Lanarkshire Council

· APEX

· South Lanarkshire Council

· Job Centre Plus

· Scottish Prison Service

6.3. The outcome of this half day event was:

· CJA will distribute papers about prison numbers and the proposed Community Service Order changes.

· CJA will write out to all partners seeking ideas/initiatives about reducing re-offending.

· The CJA will host a strategic forum to agree priorities for employability funding and reduce potential duplication due to the large number of different funding streams.

· The CJA will arrange a follow up meeting of the group to take place in Addiewell Prison when the progress of RooP, Reform and Revitalise and the Strategic Funding Panel will be reported on.

· Kalyx will prepare a presentation for the meeting in November and conduct a tour of the establishment in order to help partners understand how they might best deliver services within Addiewell.
7.
Significant Activities
7.1.
The Authority is asked to note the following:

· The Convenor attended a 2 day event organised by the Scottish Government in partnership with COSLA.  This development event was arranged in order that all eight CJA Convenor’s could identify common issues and areas for improvement.

· Nationally the Chief Officer’s have met as group on 3 occasions including one meeting with Community Justice Services Directorate.  These meetings focused on common areas such as CJA annual report 2007/08, MAPPA annual report and implications of Single Outcomes Agreements.
7.2.
Under the Management of Offenders etc. (Scotland) Act 2005 there is a requirement that the responsible authorities must submit the MAPPA annual report to the CJA for onward submission to the Scottish Government.  Finalised guidance, in particular the role of the CJA, is awaited.

The CJA has also taken part this quarter in significant meetings/conferences regarding the development of services relating to Domestic Abuse.
