Background
 LISTNUM  LegalDefault \l 2 \ 
Sections 10 and 11 of the Management of Offenders etc (Scotland) Act 2005 provide the statutory basis for the operation of MAPPA.  MAPPA in itself is a means by which the responsible authorities (SPS, Local Authorities and Police) “jointly establish arrangements for the assessment and the management of risks posed by certain categories of offenders”.

Section 10(5) of the Act requires those involved in MAPPA to develop a memorandum, enabling the practicalities of cooperation to be agreed locally.  It is the attached memorandum that has been signed, that enables this to happen across Lanarkshire.
