	Aim of & main themes covered at conference/event:

The fourth Scottish Justice Sector conference organized by Skills for Justice brought together representatives from all key strands and organistions within the Scottish system.
The conference was intended to review the current and future direction of justice sector modernising concentrating on the skills and people issues arising as a result of this modernising agenda.



	Highlight particular issues of interest to the Community Justice Authority:

The Cabinet Secretary for Justice presented a key note speech entitled “creating a safer, stronger Scotland”.
A CJA Chief Officer provided a presentation on “delivering in partnership through Community Justice Authorities”.

The Director of Field Services, Scottish Court Services described the process of Court unification under the “Summary Justice Reforms” and in particular concentrated on creating a climate for change.
