LAUNCHES AREA PLAN 2008 – 2011

Community Justice Authorities target services to reduce re-offending and ensure close co-operation between community and prison services to help rehabilitate offenders.

The Lanarkshire Community Justice Authority Area Plan for 2008 – 2011 was  launched on 27 March 2008. 

Set up in 2005, Community Justice Authorities (CJAs) are new statutory bodies created by the Management of Offenders etc (Scotland) Act 2005 to be strategic planning and monitoring authorities for the provision of community justice services.

Chair of Lanarkshire CJA, South Lanarkshire Councillor Brian McCaig explained:” CJAs provide a co-ordinated approach to planning and monitoring the delivery of offender services.  

“A National Strategy for the Management of Offenders has been developed to underpin this.  The aim is to target services to reduce re-offending and to ensure close co-operation between community and prison services to aid the rehabilitation of offenders.”

 

The role of CJAs will be to plan, co-ordinate, monitor and report on the delivery of offender services both in the community and within the prison service.
