The logo has been developed in conjunction with Brian Dunabie and Joe McAvoy who are officers in Education Services within North and South Lanarkshire Councils. Both officers coordinated a competition throughout schools in Lanarkshire to arrive at the winning logo entry. The logo now requires formal approval from this Authority for use in the Plan.
