The Scottish Prison Commission led by former first Minister Henry McLeish has reported on their investigation into the purpose and effectiveness of prison, prompted partly in response to rising prison numbers (a summary of the report attached).  The report contains 23 recommendations, developed in line with the guiding principles of the commission.  These are that: 
· punishment must be visible, swift and fair; 
· communities should be at the heart of penal reform and action;

· prison populations must be controlled to achieve Scotland’s wider strategic objectives; 
· Scotland can be an international model.

The Cabinet Secretary for Justice has accepted the report and his team are now considering how best to implement the recommendations of the report.  It is hoped that this implementation plan will be released in the autumn and a further report will come to the December board meeting with potential implications for LCJA highlighted.
